Call to Order

· She has met with Mr. Polesovsky and topics of discussion included the 4K90 fund and eLicensing.
· Maggie Toal, Governor’s Office, will also be working with Jeff  Polesovsky.   Mr. Polesovsky will be looking to set up individual meetings with boards/commissions directors.

Approval of Minutes

The minutes of the November 18, 2010 meeting were approved without change.

Medical Board Minutes
· Mr. Whitehouse addressed his quote in the 12/10 Medical Board minutes that “The Board may be able to propose a version of some of the plans that are thought to exist for boards and commissions, and therefore might be able to lead the change rather than just be drawn into it…that there is an opportunity for the Medical Board to potentially work with other boards and commissions and offer them a service with regard to hearing functions and possibly even investigative functions….perhaps the Board can oversee or have influence on the work of other boards that are involved in healthcare.”
· Mr. Whitehouse indicated that the Medical Board has no grand master plan to propose taking over any boards’ autonomy.   However, based upon the Chamber of Commerce document, Redesigning Ohio, the Medical Board is being proactive rather than waiting for change to happen.  He explained that the Chamber document named the boards/commissions as an entity that needs change and the Medical Board is looking at ways to lead change and collaborate with other boards to provide services.
· Further discussion centered around:

· The differences between the CSA boards/commissions and the large boards. 
· The Ohio Chamber of Commerce document Redesigning Ohio.
· Proactive efforts of the Strategic Group.
· The need to collect data to demonstrate benchmarks that are in step with the new administration’s Common Sense Initiatives that include:
· Removing barriers to entry into the practice

· Reducing costs 

· Increasing speed and efficiency in licensing
Office of Collective Bargaining
Kate Nicholson, Office of Collective Bargaining Liaison discussed the following:
· Boards/commissions are welcome to attend the LRAC meetings. 
· The Office of Collective Bargaining is available to provide additional services such as discipline letter samples and training.
· The executive secretary classification is still under review by OCSEA as a possible bargaining unit position and Collective Bargaining is awaiting direction from the new administration.
eLicensing

Mark Smith reported that the next step in the procurement plan for replacement of the eLicensing systems will be to meet with the Governor’s Office and the new Office of Budget and Management administration.
Other Matters
· Janet Williams, Manufactured Homes Commission, asked if any of the boards have passed legislation that addresses discipline measures for unlicensed practice.  She added that going through the Attorney General’s Office has not been helpful for her needs.

· The new Executive Order regarding ethics training will be added to the next Boards/Commission Management Group agenda.
