Approval of Minutes

The minutes of the September 9, 2010 meeting were approved without change.

Holiday Food Basket Campaign
Michelle Cunningham thanked the group for contributing to the holiday food basket for the Mid-Ohio Foodbank.

Food donations will be collected through November 30, 2010.  
Internet Charges
Mark  Smith discussed  reconfigured rates for OIT architecture costs that will be charged to all agencies retroactive to July 1, 2010.  
· Most boards/commissions will see an additional $250 per month added to their LAN invoices for internet services.   
· Based upon a recent architecture rate review, it was determined that there was a consumption and cost imbalance.  The new rates meet SWCAP allocation policies, which align costs with consumption.  
· Customers, including boards/commissions, will receive a memo next week regarding these increased costs.  Boards/commissions are encouraged to contact Stephen Boudinot, Business Manager for OIT, to receive further clarification for these new rates.  
· Progress has been made to reduce the core desktop maintenance rate.

Elicensing Assessment
John Cunningham reported:
· OBM has granted approval to move forward with the procurement plan for replacement of the eLicensing system.  
· The current OBM administrators are in favor of deducting procurement costs for the new system direct from the 4K90 and Medical Board funds as opposed to each board/commission being billed.
Wendy Boggs, OIT Project Manager, reported:

· The RFP process will begin using the requirements defined in the recently completed eLicensing Assessment.  
· She will be looking for five boards/commissions representatives to form an RFP focus group. 

· These representatives will be expected to be committed to the project from start to completion. 
· Vendor selection is targeted for July 2011.  

CSA Shared Point Services
John Cunningham discussed an improved invoice payment process that involves Shared Point Services:

· He envisions CSA boards/commissions scanning invoices and submitting them to a Shared Point site for CSA processing with improved efficiency, reconciliation, and auditing.  More information is forthcoming regarding this improved process.
