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Learn IT Ohio and IT Reclassification Transition Planning

All state IT personnel in Ohio may participate in Learn IT Ohio, an on-demand e-learning and performance support solution provided by the Department of Administrative Services Office of Information Technology (DAS OIT) with support from the Multi Agency CIO Advisory Council (MAC), the Leadership Management Committee (LMC) and the Ohio Civil Service Employees Association (OCSEA).  Employees who were allocated to a lower pay range and are entitled to a transition plan per OCSEA article 36.05 B (4d) and their managers and supervisors are encouraged to use the Learn IT Ohio resources to aid in transition planning and training.  While online coursework and reference libraries are not the only training tool that should be used to help these individuals develop more advanced skills,  the online work is widely available and offers extensive opportunities to explore many areas of interest and value to the state.
The transition planning process begins with employees and their managers working together to identify those skills that will help the employee qualify for state IT work that would be within his or her former pay range. Within the Transition Toolkit, the Professional Development Planning Workbook can help facilitate a conversation to determine where an employee’s interests and talents converge with the projected future needs of the state.  Once the convergence is identified, completion of appropriate courses and books should be agreed upon by the employee and manager and documented as part of the transition plan.  Time used to pursue the identified resources should also be determined and documented in alignment with each agency’s training policies.

Learn IT Ohio offers more than 3,000 IT, Business and Desktop Courses; over 15,000 IT, Business and Desktop reference books; 8,000 job aids and briefs; and coursework, online live mentoring and test preparations for more than 120 certifications.
